The Department of Environmental ?rotection, Southeast 
Region, Bureau of Wasce Prevention has reviewed Non-Major 
Comprehensive Plan Application ( 11 CPA") No. 4?96151 , received by 
the Department on December 9, 1996, ·with revisions dated May 14, 
1997, June 4, 1997 and November 20, 1997 . The aoolication 
requests approval to -increase Dimet hyl Acetamide--("DI"'i..Z\.c") usage 
in the facility's Dry Spin Spandex Manufacturing process at Globe 
Manufacturing Company ( "Globe'' ), 456 Bedford Street, Fal l River , 
Massachusetts. The Department issued Interim Air Qualicy 
Approval for the increased DMAc throughput on .~pr-il 23, 1 997 . 

The application was submitted in accordance wich Section 
7.02 Plan Approval and Emission Limications as contained i n 3 1 0 
CMR 7.00 "Air Pollution Control Regulations" adopted by the 
Departrnenc pursuant to the authority granted by Massachuseccs 
General Laws, Chapter 111, Section 142 A-E, and Chapter 21C, 
Section 4 and 6 . 
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The Department's review has been limited to air pollucion 
regulation compliance and does not relieve you of the obligation 
to comply with all other permitting requirements. 

The application was submitted by Rodney Gearhart of Globe 
Manufacturing Company, over the seal and signature of James D. 
Fitzgerald o: ERM - New England, Incorporated, P.E. No. 35664. 

The facility also ooerates two other processes at the 
facility which are subject to the requirements of 310 CMR 
7.18 (17) Reasonably Available Control Technology, reaction spin 
and rubber fiber . 

The Department has issued six (6) approval letters to Globe 
for the manufacture of spandex fiber by the dry spinning process. 
The application approvals are as follow: 

• Application No. SM-82-004-IF issued on November 15, 
1982 (install and operate eight dry spin cells and one 
small experimental test cell ) , 

• Aoolication No. SM-86-042-IF issued on June 5, 1986 
{i;stall and operate eight additional dry spin cells ) , 

• Apolication No. SM-86-143-IF issued on November 25, 
1986 (install and operate forty additional dry spin 
cells, including the relocation of the experimental 
test cell. Of those forty cells, twenty cells were 
installed, but not operated. The remaining twenty 
cells were not installed. Globe had decided not to 
install t~e twenty cells or operate the other twenty 
new cells because they would not comply with the 
approval) , 

• Application No. 4P90158 issued on December 17, 1990 
(to operate the thirty six cells thac were already 
installed) , 

• Aoolication No. 4P91094 issued on February 3, 1992 
(addressed the thirty six cells already installed, plus 
the addition and operation of the twenty new cells that 
were not installed earlier), and 

• Aoplication dated Occober 13, 1992 was submitted 
requesting amendments to previously issued Approval No. 
4P91094. Final Approval for this application was issued 
on June 23, 1993 (proposed a higher DMAc throughput 
than was allowed in the February 3, 1992 approval) 
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The proposed CPA No. 4P96151 requests a higher throughput of 
DMAc chan was allowed in the most recent June 23, 1993 approval. 
The proposed activity is not considered a "major modification" 
under 310 CMR 7 . 00 -~ppendix A: Emission Offsets and 
Nonactainmenc Review. The proposed increased usage of DMAc is 
not considered a "physical change or change in the method of 
operation" of a major stationary source, and therefore is not 
subjecc to Nonattainment Review for volatile organic compounds 
{VOC ) . There is no increase in potential voe emissions above the 
most recent June 23, 1993 approval. 

The first sixteen {16 ) cells and the one (1 ) experimental 
test cell that were approved on November 15, 1982 and June 5, 
1986, are not subject to New Source Performance Standards (NSPS) 
regulation for Synthetic Fiber Production Facilicies (40 CFR 60 
Subpart HHH) . The ocher forty (40) cells that were approved on 
November 25, 1986 and February 3, 1992 are subject to this 
regulation. 

The approved project is for the operation of the fifty six 
(56 ) dry spin cells, one (1 ) experimencal test cell and 
associated equipment on sice, for che manufacture of spandex 
fiber at the facility. Globe operates the one (1) small 
experimental test cell solely for experimental purposes to test 
new operacing condicions or paramecers, including the testing of 
new deniers. 

To manufacture spa~dex fiber, di-isocyanate (MDI ) and glycol 
(poly THF ) are reacced together to form capped glycol. ~he 
capped glycol is diluted with dimethyl acetamide (DM.~c) before 
being mixed with various chain extenders and a chain terminator 
to produce a polymer solucion. A dispersion of other materials 
in DMAc is added to the polymer to protect the thread. The 
polymer solution is dispersed to the individual dry spinning 
cells. As the solucion leaves the spinnerets in fine threads it 
is pulled down the cells. Hot nitrogen gas, also introduced at 
the top of the cell, evaporates the DMAc from the filaments as 
they pass chrough the cell. 

The DMAc/nitrogen mixture is collected from the side of the 
cell near the bottom of the cell. Nitrogen . gas (known as recycle 
gas ) is pumpe d into each cell below the point at which DMAc and 
nitrogen mixture i s removed from the side of the cell . As the 
filament moves down through the cell past the point where the 
D~!Ac/ nitrogen is· removed, it is flowing countercurrent to che 
recycle gas which is moving up the cell toward the poinc where 
the DMAc/nitrogen is removed. After passing through the cell, 
the filaments exit :rom the bottom of the cell, where they are 
combined to form the required denier thread, and are lubricaced. 
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6. Normal cell door emperature is approximaiely 120°F. Under 
standard operatin~ conditions, the temperature will be 
maintained betweep 90°F - 150°F. Standard operating 
conditions means the cell is operating at a steady 
production rate ad not operating on scrap, start-up or 
shutdown. The ce l door temperature shall be measured every 
hour. 

7. The monthly cell oor temperature for all operating cells 
and the outlet te perature from the fishtail condensers 
shall be monitore and recorded continuously. 
The date may bes ored as hourly data summaries of the 
highest and lowes temperature for each point. 

8. Globe shall limit raw material usage of DMAc and lubricant 
and associated e issions in this process, to amounts 
identified in Appendix A and Appendix B of this Conditional 
Approval. 

9. All voes shall b stored and disposed of in a manner which 
will minimize ev poration to the atmosphere. P~oper storage 
shall be in a co tainer with a tight fitting cover. Proper 
disposal shall i elude incineration in an incinerator 
approved by the epartment, or any other equivalent method 
approved by the epa·rcment. 

10. Globe will imple ent a quarterly leak detection and repair 
program for fugi ive voe emissions from all ductwork, using 
a Type I leak de ection survey as defined in 40 CFR 60 
Appendix A, Meth d 21. The survey will follow the 
procedures estab ished under the NSPS for fugitive emissions 
from petroleum r fineries and chemical plants (40 CFR 60 
Subpart W) . A eak will be defined as a concentration of 
300 ppmv instead of 10,000 ppmv as described in the test 
method.

DM.~c concentratio 1n the room exhaust from both the new and 
old spinning room . 

As use d herein, cllendar month shall mean the period of time 
from 8:30 a . m. on l the first c a lendar d a y of each month to 
8:30 a.rn . on the first calendar day of the following month. 
For pu rpose s of d 1 termining compliance with daily 
limications, day hall mean the period from 8:30 a.rn. on one 
day till 8:30 a.m. the following day . 

Globe must sub mit quarcerly reports on January 30, April 30 , 
July 30 and Octob r 30 for the first four quarters after 
this Conditional pproval is issued. Each report will 
summarize monthl activity for each of the previous six 
months (e.g. the anuary report will s ummarize July through 
December activit ) for e ach of these reouirements and 
demonscrate comp iance with the require~ents of this 
Conditional Appr val . Afcer the submittal of four reporcs 
Globe shall only report quarterly excess emissions and 
excess use of ma erial beyond the limitations contained in 
this Conditional Approval. The records must be maintained 
on - site for a mi imum o f three years and must b e made 
available co the Department for inspection upon request. 
The first r eport due January 30, 1998. 

l 2. All operators s h be trained in the proper operation of 
the process, and r outine maintenance shall be performed to 
ensure that the ystem operates as approved at all times. 

13. Globe shall oper te and maintain the subject facility in 
strict accordanc ~ith t he Standard Operat ing Procedure 
(SOP) and Standa d Maintenance Procedure (SMP) . 

14. Globe shall irnpl rnent whatever measures are necessary to 
abate a conditio of air pollution (i.e. odor, noise, dus t , 
etc.), including shutdown if necessary . 

15. The facility sha l demonstrate the ability of the equipment 
to mainta in an e ission rate at or below the levels stated 
in this Conditio Approval when and if the Department 
dee ms it necessa 

16. This Conditional Approval applies only to the fifty six (56) 
dry spin cells n d on e (1) experimental cel l . Globe must 
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apply for and rec written approval from the Department 
before any additi cells are ins talled . 

The Department re right to require changes in the 
SOP and SMP, including recordkeeping and the right to require 
additional process mon·toring, if it is determined necessary by 
the Department to ensue continuous compliance with the Air 
Pollution Control Regu ations. 

Failure to comply with any of the above-stated provisions 
will constitute a viol tion of the "Regulations", and can result 
in the revocation oft e Conditional Approval granted herein to 
operate the described acility. 

This Conditional pproval pertains only to the air quality 
control aspect of che roposal and does noc negate the 
responsibility of che wners or operators to comply with other 
applicable ·scate, loca or federal laws and regulations. 

The Department ha determined that the filing of an 
Environmental Nocifica ion Form (ENF ) with the Secretary o f 
E~vironmental A:fairs, =or air quality control purposes, was not 
required prior to chis accion by the Department . Notwithstanding 
chis determinat~on, t e Massachusetts Environmental Policy Act 
(MEPA) and Regulation 301 CMR 11.00, Seccion 11.03, provide 
certain "Fail-Safe ?r visions" which allow the Secretary to 
=equire che filing of ENF and/or an Environmental Impact 
Report at a later tim 

This Conditional Approval is an action of the Departmenc. 
There are limited rig cs of appeal. For a description of these 
rights, read the encl "APPEAL RIGHTS".

The filing fee is not required if the appellant is a city or 
town (or municipal age cy) , coun ty, or district of the 
Commonwealth of Massac usetts, or a municipal housing authority . 

The Department ma waive the adjudicatory hearing filing fee 
for a person who shows that paying the fee will create an undue 
financial hardship . person · seeking a waiver must file, 
together with the hea ing ~eques t as provided above, an aff idavit 
setting forth the facts believed to support the claim of undue 
financial hardship .
